An Overlooked Crisis

His eyes were moist, his limbs shaky. His mind filled with countless thoughts,
...... my family would be better off without me,” “I could not give a good life to my kids”,
“Will my family forgive me for this selfish act?”” “Is this correct to leave my family alone in
these hardships?” But if he has all those doubts, why is he ready to take this step in the first
place? Maybe, because, this is the only option left for him, maybe because, this is the only
way to end the troubles of his family. He had borrowed money from banks and money
lenders, some three lakh rupees and now he's unable to repay his loans, all his crops are
destroyed due to draught. He wrote something on a piece of paper and with trembling
hands grabbed a bottle with a label that read pesticides and drank it.....whole of it. He lost
reflexes and fell on the floor, feeling his soul going away.

And another restless life lost its battle to death. Along with COVID-19, another
epidemic, called suicide, is now prowling the land. This one takes a heavy toll on the
young. Death by self harm or suicide is an extremely complex issue and the number of
cases keeps on increasing every day. A report by WHO shows that globally more than
800,000 reported suicides occur every year and the unfortunate truth is that one-third of
them are from India. Sadly, suicide is the second leading cause of death among people in
the age group 15-30 years. Every suicide is a tragedy. Be it a young life or an old one, a life
gone is gone. The cause can be anything; from mental to social, economic or cultural.

People often try to be socially acceptable, to fit in, not valuing their own worth and
when they fail to be 'normal' in the society, either they start questioning their own calibre
and existence or lose the enthusiasm to live and in both these cases, they end up taking their
lives. Be it a student who is pursuing a career for his parents, a domestic violence victim
beaten for less dowry, a gay man fighting for sexuality after being sent for conversion
therapy or a rape victim being blamed, they all are fighting their own battles and their
struggles are different yet so similar.

In a country like India, where depression is a common term for sadness or stress, a
boy suffering from the same, has no one to talk to. A girl suffering from extreme anxiety
disorder hesitates to visit a psychiatrist, obviously because of the what-will-people-say
taboo. A large number of young women, who had just given birth to a baby, suffer from
post-partum depression, but the rejoicing of this birth in the family shadows the mental
health of the mother, contributing to increasing number of suicide cases.

Reportedly, men commit suicide at a higher rate than women across the world and
India is no different. A traditional male gender role in our society that demands men to be
tough and emotionally unexpressive makes them more vulnerable to suicide. Men often
deny their mental health issues and are less likely to seek help for emotional problems.
Although women are more likely to experience suicidal thoughts, men are more likely to
take their own lives, also because, most men use more lethal suicide methods as compared
to women and so reducing the chance to survive. Farmers' suicide continues unabated in
the country.

India with almost 60,000 farmer deaths in the past three decades is about to become
the 'Farmer suicide capital' of the world. Recently, the strictest lockdown of the world
imposed in the country in view of the COVID -19 virus added to their misery and not only
farmers; migrant workers, small scale entrepreneurs, people who lost their jobs or
business, healthcare workers and even corona patients fearing that the virus would kill
them anyway , committed suicide making suicide no less than an epidemic.

Our country is losing its people to an undeclared suicide crisis; the data don't even
show the real picture because a large number of cases remain unreported due to the stigma




associated. These alarming rates of suicide globally and especially in our country are cues
that it's high time now for us to raise our concern over this issue. That brings us to the
question of how to prevent suicide. Though suicide is a deeply personal and an individual
act, it's more of a social problem that demands acknowledgement.

Firstly, we all need to understand that 'mental illness do exist'. It's just that the
diagnosis is different. There's no blood test for depression, no X rays for schizophrenia,
atleast not yet. Research shows that almost 2 out of 3 people who attempted suicide are
suffering from a mental illness. The most unfortunate part is no one wants to address
mental illness, no one wants to talk about seeing a therapist or a counselor, and no one
wants to understand that having a mental illness is fine and treatable, just like a physical
one. So, stop telling people that it's just stress and you should go for holidays. Stop
changing the topics when someone tells you they're feeling depressed and suicidal and stop
thinking that people who talk about suicide will not commit it.

Secondly, if you come across a person having suicidal thoughts and you want to
help, allow them to talk to you. Be calm and listen without any judgments, give them the
confidence that they can talk to you whenever they want to, support them and take help of a
counselor. Even if the person doesn't confide in you and you sense something off in their
behaviour, ask them if something is troubling them and look out for changes in them that
can be indicative of their mental health.

Each incident of suicide is a personal tragedy that not only prematurely and hastily
takes the life of an individual, but also leaves a trail of more tragedies which in turn
dramatically affect the lives of many other people including family members, friends and
community. Suicide is far from being selfish or weak or cowardly. People who are suicidal
don't want to die, they just want their pain to end or can't see another way out of the
situation. It's high time for us to do something to stop this epidemic; to reach out to people
in need around us and not just post instagram stories saying “I'm there.” Let's be sensible
enough to understand our responsibilities and instead of hushed whispers, be vocal on the
issue because only then can we save lives.

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Technological Advancements In Veterinary Medicine

Digital X-rays/Dental X-rays: 1t allows films to be taken quickly and with less
radiation exposure to the stuff. Further, surgeons and radiologists can examine them very
quickly. The details are much better than old “chemical” based films, and can be adjusted,
zoomed, etc.

3D Printing: It is extremely advantageous in surgical procedures for animals. The
technology equips veterinarians with near-real information on internal bone and muscle
structures of the animal that is about to be operated. It facilitates rapid prototyping that
helps create animal bone models from the information gathered using computed
tomography scans.

Minimally invasive surgical procedures: Surgical procedures through minimally
invasive methods can now be performed on almost any body part of the pet, including the
heart and other internal organs. This technology drastically reduces post-surgery
recovery time for pets and helps them to get back to their normal at the earliest.

Wearable devices: Animal wearables are increasingly being used to monitor
animal health. These devices capture vital statistics such as the body temperature, heart
rate, respiration rate, pH levels etc. Such devices also improve diagnoses and result in
better, quicker and more accurate treatment.

Veterinary stem cell therapy: 1t is particularly useful in treating osteoarthritis in
cats and dogs. It is also used in healing ligament, bone and spinal cord injuries as well as
treating kidney and liver disease. Stem cells are collected from animal and then injected
into the affected area of the body. It is also used to replace damaged cells with fresh and
healthy ones.

Cancer Vaccine: In this aspect, veterinary medicine seems leaps ahead of human.
This vaccine is intended for melanoma, or a type of skin cancer. Since dogs spend most of
their time exposed to the sun without any kind of sunscreen, they can be susceptible to
melanoma.

The ProCyte Dx Analyser gives more results, all validated by veterinary-specific
algorithms, detection of band neutrophils, reticulocyte count, reticulocyte haemoglobin
(RETIC-HGB). True five-part white blood cell differential, detection of nucleated red
blood cells, the ability to run abdominal/thoracic, synovial fluid analyses.

Laser Surgery: 1t is not used just for corrective eye surgery in humans anymore.
Concentrated light sources can be used in spays and neuters, declaws, ear surgery etc.

Companion Laser Therapy: This laser therapy can be used for pain relief, wound
healing, ear infections, hot spots, arthritis and other common conditions.

Veterinary Acupuncture: This technique is used for management of ailments
ranging from hip dysplasia to chronic degenerative joint disease also analgesia.
